Stallion Semen Service Contract

This agreement for the purchase and shipment of cooled, fresh semen is between Kathleen Farris, leasee of the Morgan stallion Trailhead Tuscon, AMHA #153887 (hereinafter called the “stallion leasee”) and _____________________________________, owner of the mare described below (hereinafter called “mare owner.”

DNA Record:  The stallion leasee certifies that a DNA record for Trailhead Tuscon has been established with the American Morgan Horse Registry.

Breeding Season:  The 2010 breeding season is defined as March 1, 2010 through August 30, 2010.   If the mare owner needs to extend the season due to extenuating circumstances, the stallion owner agrees to accommodate this request if at all possible.  If not, the mare can be re-presented the following season for another attempt.

Number of shipments:  The stallion leasee agrees to supply up to three shipments of viable cooled semen for the above named mare, so long as the timeframe can be fit into the breeding season described above.  If the mare does not conceive after three attempts, the stallion leasee retrains the right to return the stud fee (minus the booking fee of $250) to mare owner and cancel this contract.  Or mare owner may provide a substitute mare (see Live Foal Guarantee section below) so long as stallion owner agrees to new mare.

Collection of Semen:  For the 2010 season, we are using Univ. of PA (New Bolton Center) will be used.  Their address is  P.O.Box 785531, Philadelphia PA 19178.  Their tel. is 610/444-5800.  Mare owner must pay for collection separately from stud fee and they should contact either Hill Top or Univ of PA directly to arrange payment.  Each shipment/collection costs approximately $350 (this is an approximation based on shipment to E. Coast areas, your costs may vary.)  

Ordering & Shipment of Semen:  The above providers will ship cooled semen via overnight delivery by FEDEX in most cases.  Shipments Mon-Fri can be made with dependable next day delivery to most locations.  Sat/Sun shipments will require special arrangements, so call ahead to see if they can accommodate weekend shipments.  The stallion leasee requests three days initial warning that the mare is coming into season, is in season if possible and no less than 24 hrs warning before collection date. Live cover of mare is another option:  Mare board at Ensigns Grace farm is $15/day.  Separate stall and turn out facilities are provided.

Insemination of Mare:  The mare owner certifies that the vet will do the insemination of the above mare, and that this vet practices repro as part of his/her practice.  The mare owner certifies that she has a clean bill of health of mares repro system prior to insemination.

Live Foal Guarantee:  The stallion owner guarantees a live foal – defined as a foal that can stand and nurse.  Should the mare abort, not settle or not produce a live foal as a result of up to three shipments supplied, the stallion leasee requires that a licensed vet certifies that the mare did not settle, did not produce a live foal, to put the Live Foal Guarantee into effect.  If this original mare is determined unbreedable, another mare owned or leased by the mare owner may be substituted.

Transfer of contract:  This contract is transferable if agreed upon by both the mare and stallion owner.

Fees:  Breeding/Booking fees:  The breeding for (stud fee) for 2010 is $600, which includes a non-refundable $250 booking fee.   Personal checks, cashiers checks and money orders will be accepted.  Payments are due as follows:


•
 $250 booking fee at time of signed contract, but before shipment of first semen


•
Second payment of $350 is due when mare is determined in foal (if mare does not conceive, this payment is not due.)

Multiple Mare discount:  There is no such discount for 2010 season.

Collection fees:  See Collection section above.

Fulfillment of Contract:  This contract will be fulfilled when the mare described above or her substitute is determined to be in foal, or when three semen shipments have been provided during the breeding season, whichever comes first.  If the Live Foal Guarantee is invoked, this contract will be fulfilled when the mare or her substitute is determined to be in foal, or when three semen shipments have been provided during the breeding season, whichever comes first.  Even if the mare or her substitute is determined not to be in foal after the 2010 breeding season there is no further guarantee and this contract will be deemed fulfilled.

Cancellation of contract:  if the stallion becomes unfit for service before this contract is fulfilled, all prepaid breeding fees including booking fee but excluding collection/shipment fees already incurred, will be refunded.  If the mare should become unfit for breeding before the first semen shipment, all prepaid breeding fees will be refunded or another mare may be substituted as defined above.
